Black 

A black dice represents a homeplanet of one sentient species in space . They will be referred to as Home 

Planet Dice. Home Planet Dice count as planets





Who Owns What 
 

Every dice that is not on a game board should be put in the Galaxy. All Regular Planet Dice in the Galaxy 

are considered free planets. All Weapon Dice in the Galaxy are considered to be unused.

Glossary 
 

You can notice several words printed in bold the first time they appear in this rulebook. These words 
have all been collected and sorted alphabetically in the glossary for extra explanation. 
 
Action In the Action Phase the current player must choose and perfrom one action. 
Control A dice on a game board is considered to be controlled by the play who plays 

with that game board. 
Destroy   Destroying a controlled dice returns it to the Galaxy. 
Dice Slot  An icon on a game board to hold controlled dice. 
Influence A virtual indication for political power. It is used to vote and protects against 

attacks. 
Fleet Supply The upper limit for Weapon Dice you control equals the amount of planets you 

control. Destroy a Weapon Dice immediatelly if this rule become breached. 
Free   A planet that is not under control of a player is considered to be free.
